It 
is a challenging responsibility but one which gives immense privilege 
and blessing.

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 Easter Traditions and 
Symbols

The lighting of the Paschal Candle 
is one of the central ceremonies 

in the Easter Vigil which is the 
service that takes place either 
on Easter Eve or early on Easter 
Morning. 

When the Easter celebrations 
begin, the church is dark, 
symbolic of the darkness 
of the sepulcher that held 
the crucified Christ. A new 
fire is kindled, and the first 
candle to be lit from this 
sacred flame is the Paschal 
Candle. It is a representation 
of the light of Christ come into 
the world which symbolises 
the resurrection of Jesus, the 
power of the light (Jesus) 
who overcame the darkness 
(death). The Paschal Candle 
is traditionally the one from 
which all other lights are taken. 
It is also used at Baptisms to 
light the candles given to those 
who are baptised to represent 
the light of Christ. The Candle 
itself represents Christ, the 
Light of the world and is held in 
great respect as the source 
of light for other candles 
throughout the year.  

Traditionally as the Paschal 

Candle is lit a special chant called the 
the Exsultet (Easter proclamation) 
is sung. This magnificent hymn, 
which is remarkable for its lyric 
beauty and profound symbolism, 
announces the dignity and meaning 
of the mystery of Easter. 

Before lighting the candle from the 
new fire, the candle is inscribed 
with a cross, an alpha and omega, 

and the current year. This 
reinforces the point that 

Christ is present among 
us now and throughout 
eternity. "Christ, 
Yesterday and Today, 
the Beginning and 
the End, Alpha and 

Omega. Five grains of 
incense are inserted into 

the cross representing the 
five wounds of Christ. 

Throughout the fifty days of 
Easter, the Paschal Candle 
traditionally stands near 
the altar as a symbol of the 
resurrection. It is lighted for 
each liturgy during the great 
fifty days of Easter. When 
Easter is over at Pentecost, 
the fiftieth day, the Candle 
is moved to the baptistry 

and brought out for use 
at funerals and other 
ceremonies deemed 
appropriate by the 
vicar.

The New Winning Sinkers 
from Kevin Stock

Just where was New Winning? It 
was actually in Sherburn Village 

and in 1861; it consisted of around 
31 homes, including two public 
houses. The term ‘winning’ was a 
Victorian coal mining term used by 
sinkers who found the black gold. 
Once coal was discovered, they 
labelled the site a ‘winning’ and the 
colliery was usually formed because 
of it. The most famous sinkers in 
the Northeast coalfields were the 
Coulson family and in 1859 William 
Coulson was in fact born in Sherburn 
Village. It is thought that the Coulson 
family lived at Sherburn Hall for a 
while, but because of the nature of 
their work, they rarely settled for 
any length of time. Records confirm 
their travelling lifestyle as William 
was living at Quarrington Hill just 
two years later. Another link to the 
sinkers and Sherburn is the old stone 
house adjacent to the new Aged 
Miners development in the village 
today. In the latter years of the 19th 
century, the house was commonly 
known as The Sinkers House; maybe 
the Coulson family lived there and 
not in the Hall as thought.

William’s Grandfather, also called 
William, was the master sinker 
and had already sunk the shaft in 
Sherburn Hill in the 1820-30’s. He 
died in 1865, when William was just 
a boy and was buried in Durham City. 
William followed his grandfather and 

father in sinking coal mines and his 
father John had been actually sinking 
shafts to the Sherburn pits when 
William was born. The New Winning 
never held onto its name within the 
village; as more and more miners 
descended on Durham, street name 
changes were common and more 
often than not, the colliery owners or 
mining agents used their own names 
in place of the original place names. 

The Coulson family’s knowledge of the 
shaft systems were second to none, 
because they had themselves sunk 
most of them and that understanding 
proved invaluable when accidents 
and explosions occurred.  William snr. 
never shirked from leading rescue

teams into stricken shafts and was 
even using his expertise during the 
Hartley disaster to attempt rescue at 
the age of 71. Sherburn born William 
went on to prove himself every bit 
as capable as father and grandfather 
and his commitment to the coal 
miner cost him his life in 1909 when 
like his grandfather, he joined rescue 
teams at West Stanley Colliery. 
William was involved in an accident 
with the main shaft cage and he had 
both legs amputated because of it. 
Blood poisoning set in and he died 

shortly after.  Today, there is little left 
to remind us of the coal years; the 
collieries have long since disappeared 
under the plough or development and 
even the grand old Sherburn Hall, 
synonymous perhaps with one of the 
most eminent families in coal mining 
history, has also disappeared from 
the village.
William Coulson was just one of 
a number of famous, powerful or 
influential people/families who have 
had direct links to Sherburn Village. 
Watch out for more links to our past.

In September 1897 there was a military 
funeral at St. Giles’ Church. Henry Watson 

died suddenly of peritonitis at the age of 37. 
He worked at Joseph Hope’s timber yard at 
Gilesgate Station and lived nearby in Station 
Lane. He was well known locally. He played 
rugby for Durham City and captained the 
second team when he was younger. He was 
a popular member of the committee when 
his playing days were over. He belonged to a 
men’s club called Gilligate Cousins who met 
at the Woodman Inn. He was a member of 
the Volunteers, a kind of Home guard at the 
time. He won prizes in their rifle shooting 
competitions at the Butts at Kepier.
On the day of the funeral the Volunteer companies assembled in the Market 
Place. The procession was headed by the firing party followed by the band. 
The coffin was covered by the Union Jack on which rested his helmet and 
belts. The band played the Dead March from Saul as they marched up 
Gilesgate to the Church. After the service Henry was accorded full military 
honours. Three volleys were fired over the grave and bugles sounded the 
general salute between each volley.
Henry’s wife Annie was left with three young childred. The middle child, 
three year old Edith, eventually became my mother-in-law.

Good Friday 1.30 till 3.00 – at the Foot of the Cross
This will be slightly different to last year, as we will create a special service 
woven around hymns and readings and some silence. The service will include the 
reading of the story of the Passion from St John. 

Easter Sunday 7am and 10am
We start the day in quietness and a little darkness, sitting in church, remembering 
the long story of God’s love for humankind and our coolness,  using passages from 
the Bible, special prayers and some silence. Then we will light a bonfire outside the 
church as a symbol of the Resurrection and from it light our new Paschal Candle 
and carry it in to church triumphantly, as a sign of Christ’s presence with us.

After this we will pause for some breakfast in the church hall.

Then at 10 we will have our great Easter Sung Eucharist beginning with triumphant 
alleluias. The service will include the renewal of our baptismal vows and climax in 
a joyful celebration of the Eucharist.

Easter Sunday 6.30pm
And we will conclude our Easter celebrations with a relaxed “Songs of Praise”. 
We will sing your favourite Easter hymn or song. All you have to do is come to 
the front and tell us why you want us to sing it !

For those of us who have habitually 
worshipped in a church building we 
have no perception of  how daunting 
it is to cross the threshold of a 
church for the first time and this 
is often a major stumbling 
block . We have 
been encouraged 
by the response 
that churches 
around the country,  
including some in our own 
deanery, who have developed a new 
concept of whole family involvement 
within a Christian environment. This 
is our hope and our aim.
 The pattern of church attendances for 
families has been greatly affected by 
the stresses put on family time each 
weekend, juggling contemporary 
working practices, sometimes 
continental seven day shift systems, 
football and sports, shopping and 
outings. These pressures coupled 
with inconvenient church service 
times do not make it an attractive  
proposition for time constrained 
families.
We propose to have mid-week after 
school meetings  at Sherburn Hill 
Primary School and St. Mary’s at 

Sherburn Village.
Some of our team have been liaising 
with church groups in the area who 
have recently had encouraging results 
from starting up Messy Church so 
that we can share their experiences. 
Messy Church involves sharing food , 
having fun while producing  biblical 
based art and craft activities. “This 
is all within family- friendly worship 
outlines. It is an opportunity for 
parents carers and children 
to enjoy expressing 

their creativity, sit 
down together 
eat, experience 

worship and have fun 
in a church context”. Lucy 

Moore “Messy Church”. 
We have a team of enthusiastic 
members who have substantial 
experience of children’s work and 
have offers of helpers to tidy up the 
Mess and make refreshments.
